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The COVID-19 has reshaped everyone's lives, which caused most of the people to
adjust their lifestyles. This was not an exception to Josh Yoon, an 11th-grade student at
KSSNJ, who also serves as an intern teacher. As a professional Korean percussion
player, he has taught a beginner percussion class back at school. However, due to
school closure caused by the pandemic, he could not teach his class for a few weeks.
So, when the Korean school recommended online class, Josh took the lead and started
creating videos for his students. He usually creates one video per week and teaches
the class using his pencils or pens as sticks. So far, Josh has created videos for 8 weeks,
and he is looking forward to creating more videos to stay in touch with his students. He
said that the process of creating lesson videos are challenging, but as an intern teacher,
he feels obligated to teach his students at home. In addition to that, he regularly has
Korean lessons with his mom, who is also the vice principal of KSSNJ. Josh mentioned
that he has analyzed different Korean news articles to understand business and
advanced Korean terms. By reading various articles, his Korean has improved, and he
was able to acquire knowledge about how the South Korean government is proficiently
fighting against the COVID-19. Although he sometimes does not want to spend an hour
to learn Korean, he feels that it is important to learn his mother tongue, and he
continues to learn Korean with his mom. He hopes that the situation gets better so that
he can go back to Korean school to learn and teach other students.
